Activity 2.1 Using case studies to reflect on the transition to university life
 
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway. Add students to the user group. The default permissions do not need to be changed for this activity.
· Add personal mentors to the tutor group. Use manage tutor group to divide the students up into groups of approximately six.
· Add the resources for this activity to the gateway resources area. This will include the two case studies. There is no need for all the resources to have copy permissions as this will duplicate the files in each user’s account and take up space. 
· In form builder, create a form called Week 6 for the students’ individual reflections. Include the following fields:
What you have learned about:
a)      working in groups
b)      planning presentations
c)      finding information
d)      the extent to which you identify with the fictional students
e)      how you will apply this knowledge over the coming year.
· Publish this form to the gateway.
During the activity:
· Log onto PebblePad. 
· Go to view and then gateway. You can view the blogs and attached forms that your students have completed during the week. Add a comment to each blog acknowledging the work the student has done.
· 
Instructions to the learner
[bookmark: _GoBack]You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context
· Log onto PebblePad. 
· Select view and gateway. Go to the gateway your tutor has identified and look at the gateway resources. This area contains details about the task and copies of the case studies you have been given in the first face-to-face session of the week. You can return to this area to re-use the resources if necessary.
You are going to keep a blog throughout this week, making a note of your own and your group’s progress in completing the task. In the blog include 
a)      Your thoughts about the group session at the beginning of the week.
b)      What you have found out.
c)      How you searched for information and assessed its reliability. 
d)      References for the books, journal papers and websites used.
e)      Sources you would recommend and those you would avoid.
f)      A diary of how you spent your time.
g)      Thoughts about the process you are going through, particularly about working in a group, and also about preparing to present your findings to your group.
· Go to create new, more and select blog.
· Give the blog your name as title. In the description briefly outline the theme your group is addressing.
· For step 2 choose a banner to suit your character.
· For step 3 select view and post to blog. A new window opens and in the top right hand corner, select post new. Add your reflection in the text box that appears and select submit to add this thought to your blog.
· In the view of the blog, you will see your thought added to the blog. Close this window. 
· When you want to add a post​ to your blog, go to view, my assets and then select the blog. Choose view and post to blog. Add a new post regularly throughout the week.
· After the group presentation at the end of the week, in PebblePad go to create new, more and select form.
· Select the reflection on the Week 6 form and complete it.
· Now go to view and select your blog. Select more options and add/edit link. Link your form to the blog.
· Send this blog to the gateway.
· Your personal tutor will be able to view the blog in the gateway. Your personal tutor will read and comment on your blog and completed form.
