Activity 3.2 Staying the course: action learning and planning as strategies for student support 
 
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway.
· Add students to the user group. 
· Set the gateway to lock on the assignment due date.
· Create a group blog in the gateway.
During the activity:
· In the face-to-face sessions show students what a completed action plan looks like. Show students how to create a webfolio and how to create a link to the action plan.
· Add regular feedback to the blog posts.
· Encourage students to use the group blog to post general queries about the course and the tasks set.
· After the assignment submission due date, grade and give feedback for each webfolio.
· Remember to release the grades and feedback when all marking has been completed.

Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context. . 
1. Action Planning
· Log onto PebblePad.
· Go to create new and action plan. Tag the action plan Development. Use the activities you have done in class to complete the action plan. You will have to return to this action plan to update it as the course progresses.
· To add a review to this action plan, go to view, my assets, select the action plan and then more options. Select add a review option before the assignment due date.
· In create new select more and webfolio. This webfolio is going to be your assignment webfolio. To create a webfolio, use the help in PebblePad to guide you. Click on the question mark icon to access PebblePad help.
· When you add a page to your webfolio, select the tag tab and then select Development. This will create a page in your webfolio that links to your action plan. 
1. Reflective writing
· Log onto PebblePad 
· Go to create new, and more and then blog. 
· Create a blog, and then select view and post to blog. In the new window that opens click on post new. Give the post the title of one of the blog themes given by your tutor. Write a post around this theme.
· Send this blog to your tutor and members of your action learning set before every learning set meeting. Give them comment permissions.
· When you receive an email that one of your set has shared with you, give them positive, constructive feedback in the comments box. When either your blog or your peer’s blog has been updated you will see a notification in the current activity box when you log onto PebblePad.
· Visit the group blog by selecting view and gateways. In the gateway created by your tutor you can post a query about the course and the tasks set and read replies to other queries.
· As the due date for the assignment draws near, add your blog as a page in your assignment webfolio. In add your pages, click on the arrow in the item tab and select the blog icon. Choose your blog from the drop down list.
· If you have used other PebblePad assets, for example a meeting asset, you can include these in your webfolio to demonstrate that you have engaged with the PDP process.
· When you are ready to submit your assignment webfolio, send it to the assessment gateway set up by your tutor.
· You will receive email notification when your webfolio has been graded and feedback given.
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
