Activity 4.1 Just in time resources: Using WebQuests to introduce digital and academic literacies 

Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· You will need to design your WebQuest in advance of starting to create it in a PebblePad webfolio. Collect and store the images, documents and articles as one zipped file so that it will be easier to upload these files when you start to create your WebQuest. 
· Log onto PebblePad. 
· Upload the zipped or multiple files you have just created. Tag these files with the name of the WebQuest so that they are easier to find. You can add additional tags if necessary. These files are unpackaged and now sit in your asset store.
· In create new, select more and then webfolio. 
· Work through the steps in the webfolio, using the guidelines above to design how the content looks. You can insert the files you have created in appropriate places within the webfolio. Use the info tip tool to explain terms or phrases that may be unfamiliar to your students. This is particularly helpful for students for whom English is not their first language.
· If you are using another webfolio embedded within the webfolio you are currently creating, you can do this by adding a page and then selecting add item and selecting the webfolio you wish to embed. You can reuse webfolios within other webfolios to minimise your own workload.
· When the WebQuest is complete, send it to the web, and give comment permissions if you want students to give you feedback on the value of the WebQuest and copy the URL. 
· You can now paste this URL into an email to your students or your institution’s learning management system (LMS) and students can access it by just clicking on the link.
During the activity:
· If you have included your email as a contact for WebQuest enquiries, remember to check your email regularly.
· If you have given permission for comments you will receive notification that an asset has been updated when you next log onto PebblePad.

Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context

· Click on the link given to you by your tutor 
· The tasks in this WebQuest are for you to work your way through at a time and place that suits you. 
· You can change the way the WebQuest looks by clicking on display options in the top left hand corner of the screen. Here you can change the font and screen colours to suit your own preferences.
· If your tutor has invited you to comment on the WebQuest, please use the comments box to return your feedback. 
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
