Activity 6.1 Constructing a skills diary
 
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway for the cohort and, if appropriate, set a submission deadline. Add students to the user group.
· The default gateway permissions do not need to be changed for this activity.

During the activity:
· Give formative feedback to students as they update their skills diary, ideally this should be as frequently as practical.
Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context
· Log onto PebblePad.
· Select create new and decide which asset type you are going to use to record and reflect on the practical skills activities. This may be an ability, an experience or another asset depending on the skill. Record and reflect upon the skills activity you have just completed, including the peer feedback you received in class.
· Select upload file and upload the videos/photos taken during the practical skills class. Remember you should always try to keep file sizes reasonable so anyone viewing your work can quickly download it. This is one of the reasons that PebblePad has file size limits.
· Now link these files to the asset you have just created by selecting view and my assets and then selecting the asset you have just created to record and reflect. Select more options and then add/edit link. You now have the option to link to the files you have just uploaded. Click the green tick to save and close once you have done this.
· In create new and more, select webfolio. Give the webfolio your name as a title. Follow the numbered steps to create your webfolio. Add a webfolio page for each of the skills you have to show evidence of mastering, plus a page for your narrative commentary. In each page, link from the webfolio to the skills assets you have created over the course and other commentary or evidence that shows you have mastered these skills. 
· After you have completed the first skill in PebblePad, send your webfolio to the gateway. 
· Your tutor will give you feedback on your webfolio as you add to it.
· Create a new action plan and use this to plan your development based upon feedback. 
· Link to this action plan from your webfolio. 
· You do not need to re-send this to the gateway (it updates automatically to the gateway). 
· This skills diary now belongs to you to develop and refer to throughout the rest of the course and can be used to showcase your skills to potential employers.
