Activity 10.1 Recording and reflecting on a work placement
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway. 
· Add students to the user group. The default gateway permissions do not need to be changed for this activity.
· Use manage tutor groups if a large number of students are going on placement.
· Ask a former student for permission to use their placement blog as an exemplar. Upload this exemplar to the gateway as a resource and keep the default setting as view only. 
During the activity:
· In the face-to-face session before the placement, show students how to create and post to a blog. Ask the students to post their first thoughts about the upcoming experience and send to their blog to the gateway. 
· Give regular feedback to the student via the gateway.
Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context 
· Log onto PebblePad. Select create new, more and then blog. Create a blog.
· When you have created your blog, add a post by selecting view and post to blog. 
· To update the blog, select view and my assets, click on your blog and then view and post to blog.
· Send the blog to the gateway. Only your tutor can see the blog. Each time you post to your blog, the gateway will automatically update.
· Add to your blog regularly throughout your placement. You can upload photograph, audio and video files if you wish. 
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
